TOURNAMENT INFORMATION

FIELD RULES AND NOTES
- Games will start and end on time! The time will be 25:00 halves (2 minute half time)
« Allteams must be at their designated pitch 5 minutes prior to start time
- If teams are more than 5 minutes late, the match will be forfeited
- If teams are more than 15 minutes late, there will be NO game played
« Please exit the pitch immediately so the next game can start on time
« Because we are on a tight schedule with limited time for overage, the clock will not stop for injuries.
You have :55 min to get your game in.
« Eachteam must supply at least one touch judge
« There are warm up areas around the site for use
- Rolling substitutions (at dead ball)
« Incase of atie, first team to score advances in any knock-out bracket. Round-robin games count as simple ties.
- [ftiedinstandings after pool play, the team who scored the most points advances, then most tries, then least points allowed.
«  There will be music playing. So do your coaching before the games and at breaks. Your teams got this. HAVE FUN!

PROPERTY RULES AND NOTES

« Thereareno grills allowed on premises except for the contracted food vendor.

. Thereis no alcohol permitted on the grounds. If we see it, we'll have to ask you to pour it out.

« Teamtents are permitted on the premises. They must be taken down Saturday evening after the last game.
« Dogsonleashes are allowed. Please clean up after them and keep them off playing fields.

« Thereare nobleachers. So please bring a folding chair or blanket to sit on.

- Please observe all No Trespassing signs, as the home next to the fields is not owned by the land owner.

« Otherwise, thisis an open field. You may move around the premises as you wish.

ADMISSION

Admission will be $10/spectator 13up for the weekend. You will be charged and given a ticket when you drive in.
Please keep to show on Sunday.

PARKING

Parking onsite is $10/car for the weekend for all cars, including players. Coaches and team vans park for FREE.

You will be given a ticket. This serves as tourney admission for the driver if a spectator. There is a FREE park and ride carpool
lot located at the Lellyet & Rogers 1717 Lebanon Pike, a two-three minute drive from the pitch as you east. To help with team
equipment/convenience, you may drop off equipment/players & car riders at the turn around at the facility, then take cars to
the overflow parking lot.

« Team buses should drop off players and park in their hotel. Please let us know if you have a team bus so we can know how
many to expect and coordinate with our parking volunteers.

- We have site transportation (golf carts and mules) available for any visitors that need rides to fields from the drop off site
and/or to transport equipment
if necessary.

- If the weather is wet and muddy, we may reduce the parking spaces significantly
to not destroy the property.
(Looks like we will avoid this option this year)

MEDICAL STAFF AND TENT

Medical staff will be available at the main tent for taping needs starting at 730a Sat
and 8a Sun. You must provide your own tape, or buy a roll from the medical staff for
$5/roll. Cash, venmo and cashapp will be accepted.

PARK AND RIDE LOT LOCATION:

With good weather, we should be able to park everyone at the site. But if you wish to save the $10/parking fee, there is a park and
ride lot 2 miles away at Lellyett and Rogers - 1717 Lebanon Pike, Nashville, TN 37210, a two-three minute drive from the pitch as
you head east. There will be a shuttle bus to take patrons to/from the lot. To help with team equipment/convenience, you may
drop off equipment/players & car riders at the turn around at the facility, then take cars to the overflow parking lot.

There is also FREE PARKING at Donelson Baptist Church just up the road from the Bash site on Saturday Only. All cars must
vacate this lot by 5:30, as the church has an event Sat. night. There is NO PARKING SUNDAY as there are services at the church.

TEAM BUSSES:

Team buses should drop off players and park in the overflow lot located at 1717 Lebanon Pike, Nashville, TN 37210

or return to hotels.

Please let us know if you have a team bus so we can know how many to expect and coordinate with our parking volunteers.

« We have a golf cart available for any visitors that need rides to fields from the drop off site, as well as a Gator to transport
equipment if necessary.

« If the weather is wet and muddy, we will reduce the parking spaces significantly to not destroy the property.

RIDE SHARE APP USE:
After 430p Anyone ordering a ride from any app should meet their car across the street at 2120 Lebanon Pike, Nashville, TN, 37210.

EXITING THE LOT AFTER 430:
ALL CARS OTHER THAN SHUTTLE BUSES must turn right to exit the property after 4:30p. This will allow us to maximize speed of
exit for everyone. Thank you for your understanding at compliance.
